NHCM COORDINATED DUAL DEGREE

You can apply to the Nursing and Health Care Management
Coordinated Dual Degree with the Wharton School. This program
is a multidisciplinary approach that integrates nursing, business,
and liberal arts, and covers the rapidly changing reality of financing
healthcare. Students simultaneously earn two undergraduate
degrees from two different schools within five years.

DUAL DEGREE
